held Him in my hands, Him the Christ. The same Christ
who came to Bethlehem 2011 years ago. The same
Christ who taught, who cured, who redeemed me on the
cross. | held Him, raised Him up and said to everyone at
Mass, “ Behold the Lamb of God”. | was for that one
moment His herald and then with most at Mass | received
Him in Communion and now that Christ rests in my heart
and at the same time waits for me to see Him again on
the Tabernacle just afew steps from me. | do this every
day, how ordinary and yet how so very extraordinary,
how awesome if you think about it.

Today, we may at some point find ourselves doing all our
time honoured and loved Christmas traditions, the meal
with family, giving gifts in remembrance of the Wise
Men giving gifts to Christ, singing carols and looking at
Nativity scenes.
