Through our 
reflection on the Baptism of the Lord, whenever we regard our sins we 
see  something more:    Jesus  Christ who  comes  to  be  present  to  us, 
looking at us with  love.   We can  face our sins because of  the gaze of 
that face, with hope and courage that redemption is possible.   Thanks 
to the Baptism of the Lord, never again must we confront the horror of 
our sins alone.
