REFLECTION

When Jesus taught, he spoke with authority. He spoke
the word of God as no one had spoken it before.

If we approach God’s word
with trust and submission, and with an eagerness to do
what the Lord desires for us, then we are in a much
better position to learn what God wants to teach us
through his word. Are you eager to be taught by the
Lord and to conform your mind, heart, attitude, and
intentions according to his word of truth, goodness and
love?
