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SIXTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Parables of Darnel, Mustard Seed,
and Yeast

The mustard seed spoken about in today’s Gospel was a
Jewish symbol for the smallest of elements. The parable of
the yeast was directed at women who had to bake bread
fresh each day. They knew a small amount of yeast placed
in dough would cause the dough to rise and expand. The
point of these two parables is that from small things, large
things grow. From a tiny seed, a large shrub grows, capable
of sheltering the birds of the sky in its branches. With a
little yeast, a small amount of dough can feed a whole
family. In both parables the mustard seed and yeast are
compared to faith. From small beginnings, the faith can
grow within us.

The other common theme to both parables is that the growth
that takes place is hidden. We cannot see or perceive how it
takes place. The seed is buried in the ground and somehow
above ground a shrub takes shape before our eyes. Yeast is
kneaded into dough, and miraculously the dough begins to
rise and expand. So, too, with faith. The Spirit is within us
and the Church, even though we cannot see Him, and He
gives life and growth in ways that we frequently cannot
perceive.

The parables of the mustard seed and the yeast should help
us recall that we are not called upon to act alone. The Spirit
is within us and with the Church. Though we cannot see or
perceive His presence, all the time, Jesus assures us He is
truly with us. With God’s help our influence can have an
impact beyond our imagining if we keep the faith and
sincerely act on it.
