BAPTISMS:  Baptism Packages can be picked up after 
attending any Mass.

A 
clergy member will be in touch with you to discuss details 
and to confirm a date. (To be resumed after lockdown 
restrictions) 
 
FIRST COMMUNION/CONFESSIONS 
To all communion candidates and families who have 
registered and chosen dates for the 2021 First Holy 
Communion Sacrament: On May 20th, 2021 the Provincial 
Government of Ontario shared their “roadmap to Reopen” 
outlining a three step approach that will be implemented 
throughout Ontario. Step 1 is expected to be introduced the 
week of June 14. Each step will last a minimum of 21 days- 
movement to the next step is also impacted by the number of 
positive Covid-19 cases in the province, demand on the 
Intensive Care Unit in hospitals as well as the vaccination 
rate for Ontarians. Step 1 limits indoor gatherings at places 
of worship to the current hard cap of 10 people. In Step 1, 
outdoor religious services may be conducted without limits 
as long as 2 m distancing is maintained. Step 2- First week 
of July at the earliest – places of worship are permitted 15% 
capacity. Step 3- At least 21 days following the start of Step 
2 – places of worship are permitted “larger indoor services, 
rites or ceremonies” – no specific number or percentage is 
provided. This means that the earliest the Church can reopen 
is 21 days after Step 1 commences and reaches its target 
goals for vaccinations.  
In light of this new announcement First Communions 
will be postponed at this time with new dates to be 
determined.  Updates will be communicated via Livestream 
Mass at 10am on YouTube, as well as through our website, 
online bulletin, and social media and of course coming to 
Mass when we are able to open. We recognize and share the 
same stress and frustration everyone is feeling due to the 
spiritual and social pains inflicted by these restrictions. 
However, we also recognize the need to do our part, together 
in battling this pandemic for the sake of our brothers and 
sisters. We are grateful for the hard work and dedication of 
our front-line workers and volunteers of the parish who 
make our place of prayer clean and safe. Remain in hope as 
we know that these measures are temporary with a 
beginning and an end. We look forward to the day that we 
can once again gather without restrictions to celebrate the 
Eucharist, the Source and Summit of our Faith.

REFLECTION   

How can we fight fear with faith? Jesus’ sleeping 
presence on the storm-tossed sea reveals the sleeping 
faith of his disciples. They feared for their lives even 
though the Lord and Master was with them in the boat. 
They were asleep to Christ while he was present to 
them in their hour of need. The Lord Jesus is ever 
present to us. And in our time of testing, he asks the 
same question: Why are you afraid? Have you no faith? 
Do you recognize the Lord’s presence with you, 
especially when you meet the storms of adversity, 
sorrow and temptation? Whenever we encounter 
trouble, the Lord is there with the same reassuring 
message: “It is I, do not be afraid.” 

Faith must be nourished with the Word of God 
What are the characteristics of faith and how can we 
grow in it? Faith is an entirely free gift that God makes 
to us. Believing is only possible by grace and the help 
of the Holy Spirit, who moves the heart and who opens 
the eyes of the mind to understand and accept the truth 
which God has revealed to us. Faith enables us to relate 
to God rightly and confidently, with trust and reliance 
by believing and adhering to his word because he is 
utterly reliable and trustworthy. If we want to live, 
grow and persevere in faith, then it must be nourished 
with the word of God. 

Christ’s love and truth strengthen us in faith and 
trust. Fear does not need to cripple us from taking 
right action or rob us of our trust and reliance on God. 
Courage working with faith enables us to embrace 
God’s word of truth and love with confidence and to 
act on it with firm hope in God’s promises. The love of 
God strengthens us in our faith and trust in him and 
enables us to act with justice and kindness towards our 
neighbour even in the face of opposition or harm. Do 
you allow the love of Christ to rule in your heart and 
mind, and to move your will to choose what is good in 
accordance with his will? 

 

Lord Jesus, increase my faith in your redeeming love 
and power that I may always recognize your abiding 
presence with me. And give me courage to do your will
