SITTING WITH SCRIPTURE

When my brothers and | as children used to argue with one
another, you would often hear the challenge, “Put your money
where your mouth is!” “Talk is cheap,” we say; “actions speak
louder than words.” Whatever your favorite way to put it, the
principle which Jesus is pointing out to us is clear: the truth of a
person’s heart is seen not so much in what they say, as in what
they do. He who is the all-seeing God as well as the Christ invites
us to look into the heart of the widow by observing carefully what
she does. And what God sees there delights Him.

Jesus is not directly castigating the wealthy donors to the temple
treasury. Rather, He is showing us the purity and holiness of this
poor widow’s heart. The two small coins she gives are everything
she has to live on. How will she eat? Where will she sleep
tonight? She has so little to call her own, and yet she boldly gives
it all back — to the God from whom she has received it, and whom
she trusts by her gift to continue to give her life and support. Her
gift, small as it is, shows how much she trusts God. The rich
contributions made by others are “out of their surplus.” And do
not cut to the bone this way. The widow, on the other hand,
makes a spiritual sacrifice of herself in pure and utter faith. Greed
in some finishes in complacency and coldness of heart toward
others, but to others avarice finishes differently, in envy,
fearfulness, and bitterness. By her gift of two small coins,
however, this poor widow shows her heart to be free from the
grasp of avarice and worldly fear because she has first reached out

boldly to her Creator by faith.
