SITTING WITH SCRIPTURE

We can make Habakkuk’s complaint to God in today’s first reading our
own. We cry out “violence” but God does not seem to intervene. We
witness destruction and violence everywhere. We can understand the
prayer of Habakkuk. It is the prayer of our time, though if not recited,
in all the churches of our land each Sunday. The Lord says three
things to Habakkuk. First, the vision, the Kingdom, still has its time. If
it delays, wait for it. It will surely come. Second, write it down for all to
read. Third, the just because of their faith in that vision, in the
Kingdom, will be saved.

Having the vision means, first of all, that we don’t settle for the world as
it is. The future is not like movies that we can only watch unfold. The
future is the product of people’s decisions, commitments and vision.
Are the choices we make based only on how the world is, what
everybody else does, or on how the world should be? Are they based
on opinion polls or on Gospel values?

A second step is planting the vision. We can plant the seeds of a new
world in how we deal with each other, how we affirm the sacredness of
human life, how we make correct moral choices and what we do with
our money. The vision is still coming to be, says the Lord to
Habakkuk. It doesn’t happen in a day. But we can plant the seeds
and put forces into motion that can convert our world. Write the vision
down, says the Lord, so everyone can see it. In other words, we
should teach it to our children, let others know about it, preach about it,
keep it strong and vivid. Plant the seeds and there will be a harvest.
The third step is not only having the vision and planting the vision, but
trusting the vision of respect for human life to give us life. St. Paul
writes to Timothy in today’s second reading that through faith we are
given the grace of power, love and self-control as opposed to being
weak, self-absorbed and short-sighted.
