2) Not be the parent 
3) Be a confirmed & practicing Catholic 
4) There can be only 1 Godfather and 1 Godmother 
5) If there is a valid godparent, one may have a Christian 

Witness.  The form does not have to be completed for 
a Christian Witness 

6) To ensure that these conditions are met the godparent 
form must be signed by the godparents priest. 

Once the forms are filled out, please contact the Parish Office.  
The parents will meet with a member of the clergy to go over 
the forms and book the date for Baptism. 
There is a meeting for parents and godparents the first 
Wednesday of the month at 8:00pm (new time) in the Church.  
 
First Communion & Confirmation 
This  is  a  reminder  that  the  usual  age  of  First  Confession & 
Communion in the Church is 7 years of age (Grade 2).   
This year  the  regular age  for Confirmation has changed  from 
13 to 12 years of age (Grade 8 to Grade 7).
