THE SACRED LITURGY THIS WEEK
Monday June 29", Sts. Peter & Paul. Together, these two
saints are the founders of the See of Rome, through their
preaching, ministry and martyrdom there.

Despite his weaknesses, St. Peter was chosen to shepherd
God's flock. The Acts of the Apostles illustrates his role as
head of the Church after the Resurrection and Ascension of
Christ. Peter led the Apostles as the first Pope and ensured
that the disciples kept the true faith. St. Peter spent his last
years in Rome, leading the Church through persecution and
eventually being martyred in the year 64. He was buried on
Vatican hill, and St. Peter's Basilica is built over his tomb.

St. Paul was the Apostle of the Gentiles. His letters are
included in the writings of the New Testament, and through
them we learn much about his life and the faith of the early
Church. After his miraculous conversion Paul spent the
remainder of his life preaching the Gospel tirelessly to the
Gentiles of the Mediterranean world. He was imprisoned and
taken to Rome, where he was beheaded in the year 67. He is
buried in Rome in the Basilica of St. Paul Outside the Walls.
Thursday July 3", St Thomas, was a dedicated but impetuous
follower of Christ and was one of the twelve apostles of Jesus.
Like the rest of His followers Thomas was devastated at the
death of our Lord and when he heard the news of the
resurrection from other disciples was unable to believe this to
be true. When Jesus appeared to the disciples he rebuked
Thomas for his lack of faith and showed him his wounds
allowing Thomas to penetrate his wounds. Thomas the Apostle,
reluctantly at first, undertook to preach in Persia and India,
where many people converted to Christianity. He died in India,
stabbed to death by some opposed to his Christian teachings.
