HAITI NEEDS OUR HELP

A powerful 7.2 magnitude earthquake struck
Haiti's Tiburon Peninsula on Saturday,
August 14 at 8:29 a.m. This earthquake has caused
enormous damage. The civil protection agency’s toll on
August 15 was 1,300 dead and more than 5,700 injured,
and 13,600 houses destroyed with more than 30,250
families needing shelter.
