Over the past few months we have had parishioners 
inquiring if there is a specific manner in which to receive 
Holy Communion.  As you can appreciate questions like 
this are good for all of us to stop and think about…  This is 
the third reminder for reflection as you come forward to 
receive Holy Communion.  
 

Week Three:  Reception of Holy Communion 
 

Just a few other reminders coming from our Pastor and our 
Eucharistic Ministers.  When receiving the Eucharist in the 
hand, the communicant should be guided by the words of 
St. Cyril of Jerusalem “When you approach, take care not 
to do so with your hand stretched out and your fingers open 
or apart but rather place your left hand as a throne beneath 
your right as befits one who is about to receive the KING.  
Then receive Him, taking care that nothing is lost.”  If you 
choose to receive the Eucharist on the tongue you should 
hold your head straight or slightly tilted back. Open your 
mouth wide and extend your tongue a little in order that the 
Minister may place the Eucharist properly on your tongue.  
Sometimes the ministers are really not sure how you want 
to receive, so please come forward with your hands 
extended if you want to receive in your hand.  Also, if a 
minister is concerned about a parishioner who has not 
consumed the host before moving back to their pew it will 
be brought to their attention.
