Baptism: Please call the Parish Office to make an 
appointment to register your child for Baptism and to 
discuss all the requirements. If you belong to another 
parish, a letter of permission from your pastor is 
required. If you are not a parishioner of any parish, 
you must register and attend Mass regularly, and 
there is a three-month waiting period before your 
child can be baptized.
