The whole world waits and prays for a change...Despite the veil of silence surrounding the longtime 
persecution of Christians in Nigeria lifting in recent weeks, oppressive bandits and militant groups continue their 
rampage of terror (Catholic register reports on Dec 1). Fr. Gordian Okpuruka from Erin, Ontario, shared with 
The Catholic Register that what is transpiring in the homeland on a virtually daily basis “is horrifying and very 
troubling.”  Let us pray for all Nigerians in our parish community and the many pastors in our Diocese; for their 
families and loved ones back home. 
 
Reconciliation another step closer! 
Over five dozen items belonging to First Nations, Inuit, and Métis are one step closer to returning home. 
 

Following three years of negotiations, 62 cultural items previously held in Vatican museums and vaults for a 
century are on their final leg to return to Canada.   The whole world has been watching and waiting; Montreal 
airport was the scene for 62 items returning to the Native peoples. Saturday Dec. 6 
 

"It is a positive step toward reconciliation," said Cindy Woodhouse Nepinak, national chief of the Assembly of 
First Nations (AFN).
