Health Canada’s new annual report about medical assistance in dying (MAiD) revealed that euthanasia

now accounts for nearly five per cent — 15,343 people — of the nation’s total fatalities (326,571) in
2023.

Rebecca Vachon, health program director for the non-partisan think tank Cardus, declared the report
“reconfirms that Canada has one of the fastest growing euthanasia and assisted suicide programs in the
world. The dramatic rise in MAiD deaths since 2016 is far faster than the federal government, the courts
or pro-euthanasia activists ever publicly predicted before or since legalization.”
