THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

Stewards Pray

“But when he comes, the Spirit of truth, he will guide you to all truth...” (John 16:13)

It has been said that the best gift we can give someone is to teach them how to pray. If you don’t
talk and more importantly, listen, to God every day, how else will you know what He is calling
you to do? Just as you talk to family and friends every day, get in the habit of talking with God
every day. Develop a Stewardship daily prayer routine. Keep your prayers simple and sincere.
This is best done in silence, when you can hear God’s response.

A Bit of History (continues):

A landmark event in the early years of the parish was the installation of the altars under the design and
supervision of a parishioner, Mr. Schwarzkogler. He had Wimberg marble shipped from Hallein, Austria for
the main altar, weighing 2,300 pounds, and two side altars, weighing 800 pounds each. The marble floors
were cream a colour. In all there were 15 tons of marble in the church sanctuary. The marble order cost
$4,000 and it took 25 men from the parish to install the main altar on a Saturday afternoon, May 24, 1958.
The distinctive sanctuary of this church took some time to think through. Mr. Schwarzkogler built large
wooden sculptures of the Trinity: God the Father, Christ and the Holy Spirit, symbolized by a dove coming
down to Earth, flanked on one side by St Augustine and on the other by his mother, St Monica. (Note: Mr.
Schwarzkogler’s work, commenced in 1956; the year after church was built.)

Confession leads to healing:

Confession is a vital part of our Christian life. It is how we acknowledge our shortcomings and
wrongdoings, allowing us to seek true repentance. Without confession, we may unknowingly distance
ourselves from God. We open ourselves to healing and forgiveness through the act of confession. It also
opens the door to a deeper relationship with God. When we confess our sins, we experience His grace and
love more profoundly. It is in admitting our faults that we learn humility and the importance of grace.
Experiencing the action of letting go, letting God ... makes all the difference to a freer way of life and
freedom.
