Faithful Stewards 
“Go forth from the land of your kinsfolk and from your father’s house to a land that I will show you.”  
GENESIS 12:1 
God calls all of us to leave behind our old ways and to follow Him, placing our complete trust in Him.  
Some of the old ways that we struggle to leave behind might be materialism, selfishness and greed. Yet, 
God promises to show us a new land and a better way to live.  Remember what St. Teresa of Calcutta 
said, “God does not call us to be successful, God calls us to be faithful.” 
 

Having a mentor like St Augustine is really a blessing for this Lenten season. I was reading a small 

book of reflections around the Eucharist and he had a great and passionate devotion on the Eucharist 
where nothing else could get in the way. Toward the end of his life, he was really crushed with the 
circumstance of his life coming to an end; yet he gained strength from the power of the "penitential 
psalms" which I refer to in confession, especially Psalm 51, 71 and 86. St. Augustine contemplates (his 
life) in the midst of his beloved city and Diocese of Hippo came "literally" crumbling down.   
 

St. Augustine (born November 13, 354, Tagaste, Numidia [now Souk Ahras, Algeria]—died August 28, 
430, Hippo Regius [now Annaba, Algeria]; feast day August 28) was the bishop of Hippo from 396 to 
430, one of the Latin Fathers of the Church, and perhaps the most significant Christian thinker after St. 
Paul. 
 

Rite of Election:  
This year the Archbishop has given permission for all parishes to have the Rite celebrated in their home 
parish.  This year we are fortunate to have the witness of Alex Douglas as catechumen (not baptized) who 
is seeking FULL communion in Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist at the Easter Vigil (April 4). As the 
Rite indicates he is welcomed at the door of the church, signed by the cross, special blessing and welcome 
after the Homily.  We were fortunate to witness this at the 10:30 Mass on Sunday Feb. 22; along with the 
many children for First Eucharist, around 20 at all the Masses. 
Having a catechumen at the parish church is a significant gift that allows the community to witness the spi
ritual journey of the catechumen. It provides an opportunity for the community to support the catechumen'
s preparation for the sacraments of initiation, such as Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy Eucharist.
