During Holy Week, the Church
celebrates the mysteries of salvation accomplished by Christ in the
last days of His life on earth, beginning with His messianic entrance
into Jerusalem.
THE SACRED PASCHAL TRIDUUM

Through his Paschal Mystery, the Lord Jesus redeemed the human
race and gave perfect glory to the Father. By dying, Christ
destroyed our death; by rising he restored our life. For this reason,
the Easter Triduum, when we celebrate the suffering, Death and
Resurrection of our Lord, is the high point of the Liturgical Year.
The Easter Solemnity is to the year what Sunday is to the week.
