When the disciples wanted to dismiss the crowds who
were hungering to hear about God, Jesus welcomes them and makes them into a commu-
nity. The first reading speaks of Melchizedek, a pagan priest who blessed Abram’s God
and offered bread and wine; he prefigures Christ’s universal priesthood. When we partici-
pate in the Eucharist we remember Christ’s saving death and are present to its effect, St.
Paul explains. Do we make Jesus’ perfect offering our own, thanking God for the wonder-
ful gift of Christ’s body and blood for our nourishment?
