Announcement Regarding Fr. John Pirt

In July 2024, allegations of inappropriate behaviour with an adult
were made against Father John Pirt. In accordance with our Safe
Environment Policy, Father Pirt was removed from his position as
Pastor of the Springbank Catholic Family of Parishes in London.

Father Pirt’s removal was on a provisional basis while the Diocese of
London considered a civil lawsuit brought against him and the
Diocese. The Diocese has carefully considered all aspects of this
situation. Bishop Fabbro announced at all the Masses on the weekend
of August 30 and 31, 2025 that he restored Father Pirt to ministry with
his full responsibilities, rights, and privileges as Pastor of Springbank
Catholic Family of Parishes.
