MAIN HYDRO SERVICE LINES REPLACEMENT 

Last fall, the engineering firm referred by the Diocese 
recommended replacing the main hydro service lines 

coming into the building from the street.  For some time, 
water was coming through the main conduit supplying 
high voltage to the building, causing some occasional 
flooding in the basement electrical/boiler room, and had 
compromised the main hydro switches and panels, with 
a significant risk of a catastrophic failure. This major 
project was approved by the Parish & Diocese Building 
& Finance Committees. Plans were developed, 
approved, and certified, with permits and fees paid.  
Modifications to the storage and electrical/boiler rooms 
were made to accommodate the new equipment.  Once 
all the parts and equipment became available (including 
a new transformer and vault outside), and scheduling 
finalized, the work was completed at the end of October 
this year by Alectra and the licensed electrical 
contractor through the Diocese, with the total expense 
of $199,000.  We now have a safe and secure electrical 
supply with the capability to accommodate future needs 
for many years.
