“Before entering the Temple to
present Jesus, Mary wanted to
submit to the law of legal
purification. Although she knew she was a virgin, she put
herself on the level of all the other mothers, and standing
with them, humbly awaited her turn, carrying “a pair of
turtle-doves,” the offering of the poor.
