FROM PASTOR’S DESK  
 
Dear Parish Family, 
 

Today, we give thanks to God for all fathers—those 
with us and those who have gone to be with the Lord. 
We celebrate their love, their hard work, and their 
strength. Father’s Day is a time to say a special "thank 
you" to the men who have helped shape our lives. 
 

To all fathers: thank you for being there. Thank you for 
the times you carried your children when they were 
tired, helped them when they were confused, and 
supported them even when they made mistakes. 
Thank you for your quiet strength, for leading by 
example, and for loving your families in so many ways. 
We know being a father is not always easy. It takes 
courage, patience, and faith. Sometimes it means 
working long hours, making tough choices, or staying 
up late to care for a sick child. Many of these sacrifices 
happen in silence. But please know—God sees them 
all. And we see them too.
