FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
 
 

 
March is not just another month — it is a sacred 
invitation. The Lord, in His mercy, gives us this holy 
season of Lent to awaken our hearts, to refocus our 
lives, and to prepare ourselves for the great mystery 
of Holy Week and Easter. 
 

Lent is a time to realign our priorities. So often we are 
busy, distracted, and overwhelmed. Yet Christ gently 
calls us back: “Come with me. Walk with me. Stay with 
me.” This season is not about doing more — it is about 
loving more. It is about clearing away whatever 
distances us from God and from one another. 
 

As a parish family, we have many beautiful 
opportunities this month to renew our hearts and 
strengthen our faith. I encourage you to take full 
advantage of them. Do not let this season pass by 
casually. Enter it intentionally. Enter it prayerfully. 
 

To help us stay focused, we are using our Lenten 
Calendar as a spiritual guide from the beginning of 
Lent until Easter Day. I encourage every family to 
follow it faithfully. Let it guide your daily prayer, 
sacrifices, and acts of charity. Small daily steps, done 
with love, can lead to deep transformation. 
 

As we journey through March, we move steadily 
toward Holy Week — the most sacred time of the year. 
Everything in Lent prepares us for those holy days 
when we walk with Jesus through His Passion, stand 
at the foot of the Cross, and rejoice at the empty tomb. 
 

This season invites us to examine our hearts: 
Are we living for ourselves, or for Christ? 
Are we holding onto pride, resentment, or the need for 
recognition? 
Or are we quietly serving, forgiving, and loving as 
Jesus taught us? 
 

On Holy Thursday, we will see Jesus kneel to wash 
the feet of His disciples. The Son of God becomes a 
servant. That is our model. In our homes, in our parish, 
in our ministries — we serve not for praise, not for 
attention, but for the glory of God. True greatness is 
found in humility. True leadership is found in love. 
 

My dear parish family, let this Lent prepare you 
deeply. Fast from whatever hardens your heart. Pray 
with sincerity. Offer kindness generously. Forgive 
quickly. Love sacrificially. 
 

Do not remain the same. Allow Christ to transform 
you. March can become a month of renewal. 
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
