Call to Lenten Renewal

In the R.C.1.A. programme, besides the Catechumens
who will be baptized at the Easter Vigil, there are also
baptized Christians who are seeking reception into full
communion with the Catholic Church. On the weekend
before Ash Wednesday, the Church celebrates the rite
of Calling Candidates to Lenten Renewal. This rite
acknowledges the seriousness with which baptized
adults begin the Lenten season. With the entire
community of the faithful, they are invited to use this
hoy season as a time of intense spiritual preparation
for the renewal of their baptismal promises at Easter
as they prepare to become full members of the
Catholic Church.

An Aid to Examining Your Conscience

The following, based on the Ten Commandments is a
list of questions to help you recognize what is sinful in
your life. Remember also that some sins are more
serious than others.

1. 1 am the Lord your God. You shall not have
strange gods before me.

Do | seek to love God with all my heart and with all
my strength? (Dt6:5) Do | put anything or anyone
above God? Do | pray daily?

Have | had any involvement with the occult,
witchcraft, Wicca, Ouija boards, séances, tarot
cards, new age crystals, fortune telling, or the like?
Have | put faith in horoscopes?

Have | received Holy Communion in the state of
mortal sin? Have | abused the sacrament of
Penance by lying to the priest or deliberately not
confessing a mortal sin? Have | denied a truth of
the faith out of concern for the respect or opinion
of others?

2. You shall not take the name of the Lord your
God in vain.

Have | used God’s holy name irreverently? Have |
blasphemed God, the Church, Mary, the saints, or
sacred places or things?

3. Remember to keep holy the Lord’s Day.

Do | try to keep Sunday as a day of prayer, rest
and relaxation, avoiding unnecessary work? Have |
deliberately come late or left early from Mass
without a good reason?

4. Honour your father and your mother.

Do | honour and respect my parents? Have |
deliberately hurt my parents? Do | treat my
children with love and respect? Do | support and
care for the well-being of all family members?
Have | neglected family duties? Do | honour and
obey my lawful superiors?

5. You shall not Kkill.

Have | deliberately harmed anyone? Have |
had an abortion or encouraged an abortion?
Have | attempted suicide or seriously
considered it? Have | abused drugs or alcohol?
Have | led anyone to sin through bad example
or through direct encouragement?

6. You shall not commit adultery.

(for the married) Am | faithful to my spouse
in thought and action? Have | used artificial
contraception or been sterilized? Was |
married outside the Church without proper
permission of the Church?

(for the unmarried) Have | engaged in sexual
activity with anyone of either sex?

(for all) Have | deliberately viewed
pornographic magazines, videos or internet
websites? Have | masturbated? Have | used
impure language or told impure jokes? Do |
dress modestly?

Lenten Prayer for Spiritual Renewal
“God, Heavenly Father, look upon me and hear
my prayer during this holy season of Lent. By the
good works you inspire, help me to discipline my
body to be renewed in Spirit. Without You, | can
do nothing. By your Spirit, help me to know what
is right and to be eager in doing Your will. Teach
me to find new life through penance. Keep me
from sin, and help me live by your faith and be
active in good works. May my acts of penance
bring me your forgiveness, open my heart to your
love, and prepare me for the coming feast of the
Resurrection of Jesus.

Lord, during the Lenten season, nourish me with
your word of life and make me one with you in
love and prayer. Fill my heart with your love and
keep me faithful to the Gospel of Christ. Give me
the grace to rise above my human weakness. Give
me a new life by your sacraments, especially the
Eucharist. Father, our source of life, | reach out
with joy to grasp your hand; let me walk more
readily in your ways. Guide me in your gentle
mercy for left to myself | cannot do your will.
Father of love, source of all blessings, help me to
pass from the old life of sin to the new life of
grace. Prepare me for the glory of your Kingdom.

Son, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy
Spirit, one God, forever. Amen
