Once a date has been 
set with the church, then the other arrangements, 
such as the rental of a hall etc., can be made. In 
preparation for the marriage, the Catholic party 
should be attending Sunday Mass each week. The 
couple will also receive personal preparation for 
entering marriage through a Marriage Preparation 
program. Finally, the couple should remember 
that they are preparing mainly for a marriage, not 
a wedding. A wedding lasts one day, but marriage 
lasts forever!
