which may be required, I grant the faithful 
dispensation from their Sunday obligation”.  
Given that most of the health and safety restrictions in 
our parishes are no longer in place and the faithful are 
able to attend the celebration of the Eucharist once 
again, the basis for the dispensation from the Sunday 
obligation has dissipated and is no longer in effect.  
The Church does not obligate people to do the 
impossible.
