ESCRITORIO DEL SACERDOTE 
 

Queridos amigos, 
 Me gustaría felicitar a todos los que han comenzado a recibir su Primera Comunión en San Leopoldo, San Francisco-

San Martín y San Justino. Qué hermoso recordatorio para todos nosotros de la importancia de la Eucaristía y el valor de 
recibir regularmente el Pan de Vida. 
Con la gran fiesta de Pentecostés hemos concluido felizmente el tiempo Pascual. Esta semana y la próxima volvemos a 
lo esencial. Hoy se nos presenta el misterio de Dios en su totalidad: la Santísima Trinidad. Esta fiesta nos recuerda el 
deseo de Dios, la "obra" de Dios de autorrevelarse. El amor perfecto lleva a la revelación. Dios se revela como Padre 
creador, Hijo redentor, Espíritu Santo santificador. El misterio de la Trinidad no es algo que haya que resolver, sino algo 
en lo que hay que adentrarse.  Así como disfrutamos de una buena novela de misterio, no vamos hasta el final cuando         
empezamos a leer el libro. Vamos poco a poco, capítulo a capítulo, adentrándonos cada vez más en el misterio. La eter-
nidad será un viaje amoroso, un acompañamiento con Dios en el misterio de quién es Dios. 
San Agustín describió la Trinidad como el Amante, el Amado y el Amor mismo:  

   

1. El Padre (El Amante) ama al Hijo (El Amado).  
2. El Hijo devuelve el amor del Padre.  
3. El Espíritu es el vínculo de amor entre el Padre y el Hijo".  

  

En su libro, Mero Cristianismo, C. S. Lewis escribió:  
"La unión entre el Padre y el Hijo es algo tan vivo y concreto que esta unión en sí misma es también una Persona .Lo 
que nace de la vida conjunta del Padre es una Persona real, es de hecho la Tercera de las tres Personas que son Dios". La 
relación entre las tres personas es tan estrecha que "habitan" la una en la otra, y todos participan de la obra distinta de 
cada una. Su mutua actividad de inhabitación se ha descrito tradicionalmente como una especie de "Danza". La clave 
para entender la Trinidad es reconocer que no se trata sólo de un problema matemático ( ¿cómo pueden tres ser uno?) , 
la Trinidad es una relación".  

  

Espero que todos se unan a nuestro 2do Almuerzo Anual de la Familia de Parroquias que se llevara a cabo este año en 
San Leopoldo Mandic. Los boletos están disponibles después de las misas y en la puerta de San Leopoldo.

THE SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY
 
 

JUNE 3rd & 4th, 2023 

PASTOR’S DESK 
Dear friends, 
 I would like to congratulate all who have begun to receive their 1st Holy Communion at St Leopold’s, St Francis-St 
Martin’s, and St Justin’s. What a beautiful reminder to all of us of the centrality of the Eucharist and the importance of 
regular reception of the Bread of Life. 
We have ended the joyous season of Easter now with the great feast of Pentecost. For this week and next we go back to 
basics as it were. We are presented today with the mystery of God in totality – the Most Holy Trinity. This feast reminds 
us of the desire of God, the “work” of God to self-reveal. Perfect love leads to revelation. God reveals as Father creator, 
Son redeemer, Holy Spirit sanctifier. The mystery of the Trinity is not something to be solved but something to be     
entered into.  Just as we enjoy a good mystery novel – we don’t go to the end as we begin to read the book. We slowly 
go from chapter to chapter growing further and further into the mystery. Eternity will be comprised of a loving journey, 
an accompaniment with God into the mystery of who God is. 
St. Augustine described the Trinity as the Lover, the Beloved, and Love Himself:  
   

1. The Father (The Lover) loves the Son (The Beloved).  
2. The Son returns the love of the Father.  
3. The Spirit is the bond of love between the Father and Son.”  

  

In his book, Mere Christianity, C. S. Lewis wrote:  
“The union between the Father and the Son is such a live concrete thing that this union itself is also a Person .What 
grows out of the joint life of the Father is a real Person, is in fact the Third of the three Persons who are God.” The    
relationship between the three persons is so close that they “indwell” on one another, and all share in the distinct work of 
each. Their mutual indwelling activity has been traditionally described as a kind of “Dance.” The key to understanding 
the Trinity is to recognize that it is not just a math problem ( how can three be one?) , the Trinity is a relationship.”  

  

I hope you will all join together for our 2nd Annual Family of Parishes Luncheon held this year at St Leopold Mandic. 
Tickets are available after the Masses and at the door at St Leopold’s.
