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PASTOR’S DESK
Gospel Reading: Matthew 22:15-21

Commentary: The Pharisees often tried to trip Jesus up in the Gospels. We see
them here making one of their most serious efforts toward entrapping him. The
Pharisees were religious leaders and, in this case, they’re even bringing in their
political enemies, the Herodians, to help in their plot. The Herodians were the
political powers in Israel at this time. They were, in essence, puppets of the
Romans, who had control of Israel and were enemies of the Jews. The question
about the tax to Caesar was intended to put Jesus between a rock and a hard
place. If he condemned the tax, he would be in trouble with the Herodians who
could charge him with treason for opposing paying taxes to the government. If
he condoned the tax, then he would be in trouble with the Pharisees for being
unfaithful to Judaism and its opposition to the Roman oppressors for the sake
of religious purity and national independence. But Jesus saw right through their
plot and responded in a way that avoided the entrapment. Jesus asked to see
the coin used to pay the tax, which was a “denarius” that had the image of
Tiberius Caesar, the Roman emperor at the time, stamped into it. Jesus used
the term “image” as a word play here. Because the coin had Caesar’s image on
it, he pointed out it already belonged to Caesar. Therefore, there was no
religious compromise in giving back to Caesar what already belonged to him. In
this, Jesus also affirmed that it is right to fulfill our civil duties as Christians. At
the same time, he affirmed that our highest and primary duty is to serve God
and give Him what is due. By using the term image and saying we are
to repay to God what belongs to God, Jesus revealed that we owe God
everything. We are made in the image of God and, thus, belong completely to
God. Therefore, we are called to offer our entire selves to God.

Taking it Home: Jesus calls us in today’s Gospel to offer our entire lives to God
because we are made in His image. Yet, our temptation is often to
compartmentalize our lives, separating our faith from everything else we do. In
the week ahead, reflect on how your faith can impact the way you live your
everyday life, and think about what areas of your life, in particular, you need to
let God come in.

Lectura del Evangelio: Mateo 22:15-21

Comentario: Los fariseos a menudo intentaron hacer tropezar a Jesus en
los evangelios. Los vemos aqui haciendo uno de sus esfuerzos mas serios
para atraparlo. Los fariseos eran lideres religiosos y, en este caso, incluso
estan trayendo a sus enemigos politicos, los herodianos, para que los
ayuden en su complot. Los herodianos eran los poderes politicos en Israel
en ese momento. Eran, en esencia, marionetas de los romanos, que tenian
el control de Israel y eran enemigos de los judios. La pregunta sobre el
impuesto al César tenia como objetivo poner a Jesus entre la espada y la
pared. Si condenaba el impuesto, tendria problemas con los herodianos,
quienes podrian acusarlo de traicion por oponerse a pagar impuestos al
gobierno. Si aceptaba el impuesto, entonces tendria problemas con los
fariseos por ser infieles al judaismo y su oposicién a los opresores
romanos en aras de la pureza religiosa y la independencia nacional. Pero
Jesus vio claramente su complot y respondié de una manera que evitd la

trampa. Jesus pidié ver la moneda utilizada para pagar el impuesto, que|--

era un “denario” que tenia estampada la imagen de Tiberio César, el
emperador romano de la época. Jesus usd aqui el término “imagen” como
un juego de palabras. Como la moneda tenia la imagen de César, sefiald
que ya pertenecia a César. Por lo tanto, no hubo ningin compromiso
religioso al devolverle a César lo que ya le pertenecia. En esto, Jesus
también afirmé que es correcto cumplir con nuestros deberes civiles como
cristianos. Al mismo tiempo, afirmd que nuestro deber mas alto y
primordial es servir a Dios y darle lo que le corresponde. Al usar el
término imagen y decir que debemos pagarle a Dios lo que le pertenece,
Jesus reveld que le debemos todo a Dios. Estamos hechos a imagen de
Dios y, por lo tanto, pertenecemos completamente a Dios. Por lo tanto,
estamos llamados a ofrecernos por completo a Dios.

Meditando para la semana, pensemos: Jesus nos invita en el Evangelio
de hoy a ofrecer nuestra vida entera a Dios porque estamos hechos a su
imagen. Sin embargo, a menudo nuestra tentacion es dividir nuestra vida,
separando nuestra fe de todo lo demas que hacemos. Durante la semana,
reflexiona sobre como tu fe puede impactar la forma en que vives tu vida
diaria y piensa en qué areas de tu vida, particularmente, necesitas dejar
que Dios este presente.
