St. John is the author of the 
Fourth Gospel.

He is also known as a Christmas Saint who was greatly 
committed to Mary. For example, rather than hearing about 
a baby in a manger, most heard John’s majestic poetry at 
Christmas Mass because of his Gospel “In the beginning 
was the Word, … And the Word became flesh and made 
his dwelling among us.”

John is there at the foot of the cross and it was there that 
Jesus put him in Mary’s charge. He would have heard 
stories of Jesus directly from her that shaped his own 
theology. 

Lastly, John showed Mary celebrating. It is through John 
that we know the story of the wedding feast at Cana, when 
Mary initiated Jesus’ first public miracle, thus, The Feast 
of John the Evangelist is associated with wine. 

So, let’s raise a glass to our beloved       
St. John.
