READINGS FOR  July 31,  Eighteenth Sunday of
           Ordinary Time
First Reading: Ecclesiastes 1.2; 2.21-23
Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 90
Second Reading: Colossians 3.1-5,9-11
Gospel: Luke 12.13-21

On July 26 the Roman Catholic Church commemorates the
parents of the Virgin Mary, Saints Joachim and Anne. The
couple's faith and perseverance brought them through the
sorrow of childlessness, to the joy of conceiving and raising
the immaculate and sinless woman who would give birth to
Christ.
The New Testament contains no specific information about
the lives of the Virgin Mary's parents, but other documents
outside of the Biblical canon do provide some details.
Although these writings are not considered authoritative in
the same manner as the Bible, they outline some of the
Church's traditional beliefs about Joachim, Anne and their
daughter.
