The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ,
also known as the Feast of Corpus Christi, is a celebration of
the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist.  On this day, we
recall the institution of the Eucharist at the Last Supper.
Where the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ is not
observed  as a holy day, it is assigned to the Sunday after
Trinity Sunday, which is then considered its proper day in
the calendar.
Oh Lord Jesus Christ, we come before You today, we thank
You for the gift of Your Holy Body and Blood through
which we get strengthened body, soul and mind. We
solemnly pledge that we will offer You our undivided love
and also service to our brothers and sisters as it is Your
Holy will.
