JOHN THE BAPTIST -
June 24, 2021
Christians have long interpreted

the life of John the Baptist as a

preparation for the coming of

Jesus Christ, and the

circumstances of his birth, as

recorded in the New Testament,

are miraculous. John's pivotal

place in the gospel is seen in the

emphasis Luke gives to the

announcement of his birth and the event itself, both set in

prominent parallel to the same occurrences in the life of

Jesus.  The Nativity of John the Baptist on June 24 comes

three months after the celebration on March 25 of the

Annunciation, when the angel Gabriel told Mary that her

cousin Elizabeth was in her sixth month of pregnancy, and

six months before the Christmas celebration of the birth of

Jesus. The purpose of these festivals is not to celebrate the

exact dates of these events, but simply to commemorate

them in an interlinking way. The Nativity of John the

Baptist anticipates the feast of Christmas.

O Jesus, our great High Priest, Hear my humble prayers on

behalf of your priest, Father Dale Wright. Give him  a deep

faith, a bright and firm hope and a burning love which will

ever increase in the course of his priestly life.

In his loneliness, comfort him.  In his sorrows, strengthen

him. In his frustrations, point out to him that it is through

suffering that the soul is purified, and show him that he is

needed by the Church, he is needed by souls, he is needed

for the work of redemption.

O loving Mother Mary, Mother of Priests, take to your

heart your son who is close to you because of his priestly

ordination, and because of the power which he has

received to carry on the work of Christ in a world which

needs him so much.

Be his comfort, be his joy, be his strength, and especially

help him to live and to defend the ideals of consecrated
