In the liturgical year of Christian

denominations, Passion Sunday is

the fifth Sunday of Lent, marking

the beginning of the two-week period

called Passiontide. Traditionally the

final two weeks of Lent in the Roman

Rite are used as an immediate preparation for the sorrowful

events of the Easter drama. It is a period of time to focus

more and more on the Passion and Death of Jesus and so

accompany him on his way to Calvary.

O God, who in this season give your Church the grace to

imitate devoutly the Blessed Virgin Mary in contemplating

the Passion of Christ, grant, we pray, through her

intercession, that we may cling more firmly each day to

your Only Begotten Son and come at last to the fullness of

his grace.
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
