It might also indirectly remind us of the gift of
gathering that we too often take for granted.
The Gospel of John recounts Jesus’ words to his disciples in the
upper room before his death. He tells them that it is better that he
goes away so that the comforter (the Holy Spirit) would come.

death, resurrection and ascension would lead to an even deeper
communion with God. It is possible that, strangely enough, the
absence of the church will be a great testimony to the presence of
