Reflection
Thirst for water is an unpleasant experience and, at the

extreme, can be excruciating.

While the average person can survive for up to 30 days

without food, this drops to 10 days without water.

Spiritual thirst is equally uncomfortable. It reminds us

of our dependence on something or someone beyond

ourselves.

We should cultivate the truth of our spiritual

dependency during the Lenten retreat. The more we

befriend this thirst in our lives, the more we will

experience a solidarity with one another and the world

itself (see Romans 8:19-20). Thirst for God, for the

spiritual and for the sacred is a common image in

Scriptures. Recall the experience of the Israelites in the

desert or the thirst that runs through the psalms..
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
