FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION OF THE LORD
According to the Church’s
liturgical calendar, the feast held
on Feb. 2 each year is in honor
of the Presentation of the Lord.
Some Catholics recall this day
as the feast of the Purification of
the Blessed Virgin Mary
because such was the feast day
named until the 1969 changes in
the Church’s calendar.

In fact, according to Luke’s Gospel, the presenta-
tion of Jesus and the purification of the Blessed
Mother took place in the Temple on the same
day, and both are remembered during Mass on
Feb. 2. Also, in several countries, Candlemas is
simultaneously celebrated on this day and in-
volves a candlelight procession that was popular-
ized in the Middle Ages. Until the Second Vatican
Council the feasts on Feb. 2 ended the Christmas
season.
