CORPUS CHRISTI

We invite all parishioners for
the Corpus Christi proces-
sion taking place next
Weekend, Sunday June 19th

after the 12:30 pm bilingual
mass.

The Solemnity of Corpus Christi
commemorates the institution of the Holy Eucha-
rist, paralleling Maundy Thursday (Holy Thurs-
day). As Roman Catholics, we celebrate Corpus
Christi to proclaim the truth of the transubstantia-
tion of bread and wine into the actual body of
Christ during mass.

The institution of Corpus Christi as a feast
in the Christian calendar resulted from
approximately forty years of work on the part
of Juliana of Liège, a 13th-century Norbertine
canoness. In 1208, she reported her first vision
of Christ in which she was instructed to plead for
the institution of the feast of Corpus Christi.
The vision was repeated for the next 20 years
but she kept it a secret. When she eventually
relayed it to her confessor, he relayed it to
the bishop. Juliana also petitioned the learned
Dominican Hugh of St-Cher, and Robert de
Thorete, Bishop of Liège. At that time bishops
could order feasts in their dioceses, so Bishop
Robert ordered in 1246 a celebration of Corpus
Christi to be held in the diocese each year
thereafter on the Thursday after Trinity
Sunday. Pope Urban IV in 1264, instituted
the Solemnity of Corpus Christi on
the Thursday after Pentecost as a feast
for the entire Latin Church, by the papal bull
Transiturus de hoc mundo.

SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

The Trinity is a foundational Christian doctrine. It
is also difficult to understand. For some, it is a
math puzzle: how can there be three within one?
On the other hand, although most people can
correctly state that there are three persons in one
God, when they explain what that means, it
sometimes sounds like three gods. We are better
at saying what the Trinity is not, rather than what
it is. It is easier to recognize a challenge to the
belief in one God or that there are three within
that one God: The Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit. Each is distinct from the other, but each is
also the same one God. The Bible does not state
that there are three persons in one God. But that
three persons of the Trinity are frequently found
together. Today’s Gospel, and excerpt from
Jesus’ Last Supper discourse is one such place.
The Spirit will come to communicate Jesus’
message, not a new one. And since what Jesus
has, the Father also has, the Spirit will continue
the revelation of the one God. When we worship
together, rather than define things, we celebrate
them. Thus, we affirm our belief in the Trinity
each Sunday in the Creed, as well as when we
invoke the Father, Son and Holy Spirit
throughout the liturgy.

TRINITY SUNDAY 
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
