Padre Pio’s name is practically
synonymous with all kinds of miraculous
phenomena. Stigmatist, reader of hearts,

and prophet, from childhood he was
accustomed to converse with his
guardian angel, Jesus, and Mary — and was surprised
to learn that this was not everyone’s experience!
Growing up as an Italian peasant, he lived in a culture
imbued with devotion to our Lady. He had a special
devotion to the rosary. “Always say the rosary. Say it
well. Say it as often as you can.” Padre Pio’s rosary
was practically attached to his hand: It is said he
sometimes prayed two hundred decades a day. He
attributed the many graces of repentance in those who
came to him not to his skill as a confessor, but to the
hidden prayers of those devoted to the rosary.
When the pilgrim statue of Our Lady of Fatima visited
Italy in 1959, Padre Pio was very ill and in danger of
death. Then, as he put it, our Lady came to heal him.
The helicopter transporting the image, instead of going
to a larger shrine, circled the monastery where Padre
Pio lay sick. With a gentle reproach, he asked our Lady
if she was going to leave him without a gift, and he
immediately experienced healing. Padre Pio died in
1968 and was canonized in 2002.
