UPDATE:  Sisters Poor of Jesus Street Ministry: 

On behalf of the Sisters Poor of Jesus, I would like to thank you, the parishioners, all the volunteers, and Fr. 
Adam for your overwhelming generosity and support. 

As a parish, Regina Mundi started the initiative to help the SPofJ street ministry in November 2023. This street 
ministry operates every Thursday of the month, providing an opportunity for volunteers to participate on any 
Thursday they choose. There are currently 5 parishes, along with their parishioners, involved with the SPofJ 
street ministry. These parishes donate food items and/or make monetary donations to cover the cost of food 
items needed that week on their designated Thursday. 

Regina Mundi has specifically looked after the 2nd Thursday of each month since November 2023. With God's 
grace, another parish has agreed to help this street ministry. Moving forward, Regina Mundi Parish and St. 
Ann's Parish, Ancaster, will share the food drive for the 2nd Thursday of each month. 

Each year will be split between Regina Mundi and St. Ann’s Parish – Ancaster.  Regina Mundi will be 
responsible for January - June and St. Ann's Parish, Ancaster, will be responsible for July – December.
