Daylight Savings Time Sunday March 8th at 2:00 am clocks are turned forward 1 hour to Sunday, March 8th 3:00 am local 
daylight time instead. Sunrise and sunset will be about 1 hour later on March 8th than the day before. There will be more light 
in the evening. Also called Spring Forward, or  Summer Time.   We are reminded at this time to keep our families safe by 
changing our smoke & carbon monoxide detector batteries. BATTERIES contain toxic metals such as lithium, cadmium, 
nickel & mercury & when dumped into landfills can burst, poisoning soil, ground water & plant life. Animals 

often mistaken them for food & die when batteries burst in their stomachs. As good stewards of God’s Earth we strive to 
keep all life safe by properly disposing of used batteries.
