"Beginning  on  Tuesday,  March  1,  2022,  capacity 
limits  at  our  churches,  including  physical 
distancing  requirements, will  be  removed. Masks 
will  continue  to  be  worn  in  our  churches  until 
directed otherwise by medical and health officials 
(as  throughout  the  pandemic  some  limited 
medical  exemptions  may  apply)... 
 
It  is providential  that we have  reached  this point 
where  these  restrictions  can  be  removed  at  the 
beginning  of  Lent.  This  time  of  preparation  for 
Easter  is  an  ideal  moment  for  parishes  to 
undertake special efforts to welcome the faithful  
home once again.  
 
The Eucharist  remains  the  source  and  summit of 
our  life  in Christ.  For Christians,  participation  in 
the  Sunday Eucharist  is  the  central  experience of 
the  week,  and  that  is  the  foundation  for  the 
obligation  of  every  Catholic  to  be  personally 
present at Mass every Sunday. Of course, if there is 
a  legitimate  reason  (such  as  being  sick)  this 
obligation does not apply... But as  the  restrictions 
are  lifted, now  is  the  time  to encourage Catholics 
to  return  to physical presence  at  Sunday Mass,  if 
not  impeded  for  a  legitimate  reason,  in  keeping 
with our basic Sunday obligation as Catholics.

(this  is  the conclusion of our  survey  for Mass  times 
and  options  that  were  offered  to  our  parish 
community). During lent both morning and evening 
Mass will be  in place until Easter. After Easter, only 
the  evening Mass  will  stay  and  it  will  replace  the 
morning  Mass.  Wednesday  also  will  be  an 
appropriate  day  to  add  prayers  to  our  Lady  of 
Perpetual help. Please share the news of the lifting of 
restrictions,  such as no distancing and no  limits on 
numbers in our parish with others (you may want to 
pass  on  the  bulletin  to  neighbours  or  loved  one's). 
This  is  a  time,  for  all of us,  to  encourage others  to 
come  back  to  Church,  especially  those  who  were 
concerned  and  have  stayed  away  over  legitimate 
health reasons through this past pandemic.

Ukrainian Humanitarian Relief

relief effort to help the Ukrainian people at this time.  
Hundreds  of  thousands  of  Ukrainian  civilians  have 
already  fled  their homes and are  trying  to  find shelter 
in  neighbouring  countries.  The  United  Nations 
estimates  that  there  could  eventually  be  up  to  five 
million Ukrainian refugees, depending on how the war 
transpires. 
 Pope  Francis  has  called  on  the  faithful  to make Ash 
Wednesday (March 2, 2022) a day of prayer and fasting 
for peace  in Ukraine. On  that day – and  the days  that 
follow  –  a  donation  to  help  Ukrainians  who  are 
suffering due to this war would be a most appreciated 
gift.    
The Archdiocese of Toronto will channel donations  to 
support  the  Office  for  Refugees,  Archdiocese  of 
Toronto  (ORAT)  and  the  Catholic Near  East Welfare 
Association (CNEWA). CNEWA  is a papal agency with 
a  long  history  of  humanitarian  relief;  it  is  currently 
working  in Eastern Europe, providing Ukrainians with 
food,  shelter,  medicine  and  transportation  to  safe 
locations. ORAT is Canada’s largest private Sponsorship 
Agreement  Holder,  which  helps  bring  hundreds  of 
newcomers  to  our  country  each  year;  it  will  use 
donations  to  bring  Ukrainian  refugees  to  Canada  as 
soon as possible. 
Your  donation will  help Ukrainians who  are  beset  by 
violence  in  Eastern  Europe  and  it  will  help  some  of 
them find a new home in Canada.
