Why is May the Month of
Mary?

May is a special month for Catholics
around the world, as it is traditionally
dedicated to the Virgin Mary.
Devotion to Mary is not just a cultural
practice or a sentimental attachment,
but a deeply rooted aspect of Catholic
theology and spirituality.

Mary, the Mother of God

One of the most fundamental reasons
why Mary is important to Catholics is
her role as the mother of Jesus Christ,
who is considered the Son of God. As

the mother of God, Mary has a unique
relationship with Jesus, and her
importance is inseparable from his.
The Catholic Church teaches that
Mary was chosen by God to be the
mother of Jesus, and that she was
conceived without sin in order to
prepare her for this task.

The Rosary is a form of prayer that
involves reciting a series of prayers
while meditating on various events in
the lives of Jesus and Mary. The Hail
Mary, which is one of the most well-
known prayers of the Rosary, asks for
Mary’s intercession and protection.
