NO PARKING ON NORTH SIDE OF CARSON ST.

The Town of Whitby has contacted me regarding complaints
they have received from neighbours who live on or around
Carson Street, on the north side of the church. I told them
that there was no signage to indicate there was a no-
parking zone on Carson Street but it seems they don’t have
to post signs. I asked if it was illegal to park on either side
and when it was looked up, it appears that people can park
on the church side (south side) of Carson Street but not on
the other side. Frankly, I am baffled that signage to indicate
the law to people wouldn't be posted.

I was asked if I could make this known to the parishioners
but I responded that if I announce this at the beginning of
Mass I will be asking people to leave Mass to go outside
and move their vehicles.

I suggested that the Town post signs as it is the only way all
people will comply, so this proposal will be taken up with
the Town of Whitby and decided upon in due course.

I ask that all parishioners refrain from parking on the North
side of Carson Street as your vehicle could possibly be
ticketed. We have plenty of parking at the rear of the
church if the front parking lot is full. Thank you. Fr. Charles
