Gospel Reflection: Jesus tells us “if you love me, you
will keep my commandments.” The first part of this
phrase is foundational. Following the commandments
is a response to, not the cause of, our love for Jesus
Christ. If we know him and love him, the
commandments are our natural, lived response to being
in this relationship with Jesus. By themselves, moral
statements will convince few people about the truth and
goodness of our faith. You don’t need faith in Christ to
follow a moral code but to be a Christian you need to
know and love Jesus Christ. The world is desperately
searching for meaning and purpose: Christ is the answer
to that search.

Pentecost Sunday is our parish Feast Day and the
birthday of the Church. The Holy Spirit, sent by the
Father and the Son, empowered the disciples to
proclaim the Gospel message to the world. The famous
late 18" century poet William Blake wrote many poems.
I’d like to share a few lines from a poem he wrote about
Pentecost and its effect in our life:
Unless the eye catch fire,
God will not be seen.
Unless the ear catch fire,
God will not be heard.
Unless the tongue catch fire,
God will not be named.
Unless the heart catch fire,
God will not be loved.
Unless the mind catch fire,

God will not be known.
The gifts of the Holy Spirit are meant to catch fire in our
hearts and to blaze in our life like a roaring fire,
throwing off sparks to start new fires! This is the Holy
Fire of the Spirit of God who sets hearts on fire for the
Lord. The Spirit that emboldened and equipped the
Apostles and early Christians to preach the Gospel to
every land and nation is the same one given to us.
