obvious mention in today’s readings. Because of such narrow-mindedness, certain
intolerance was found among the disciples. They wanted to remain exclusive and

have privileged powers. They thought that others who were not authorised by Jesus
, should not be permitted to do good. It is good to know that God is not bounded by

our whims and fancies, nor by our desires and frames. God’s spirit operates in ways
hitherto unknown to us, sometimes even strange to us. Moses put it succinctly, “Would that all
the people of the Lord were prophets! Would that the Lord bestow His spirit on them all.” Being
zealous for Christ is more important than being jealous. The feeling of jealousy arises out of
inadequate understanding of the self and the other. Finally, God’s ways are mysterious. Some
may belong to our fold, but God operates even in those who are not part of our fold.
