YOUR PROPERTY AND FINANCES UPDATE
As was mentioned in the recent year-end financial
announcements, I'll be providing regular updates on
renovation projects within our family of churches.

As you're aware, the air conditioning at St. Justin's is not
working. Parts of the system are decades old and leak so
much coolant that a 'top-up' has been necessary every
summer. Not only was this a very costly practice but the
leaking refrigerant was damaging to the environment and
harmful to people.
We're currently working with consultants to arrive at a long-
term and cost-effective solution that also takes advantage of
rebates for energy-efficient retrofits. 

In early August, the St. Justin's hall will be closed to allow for
the replacement of deteriorating kitchen flooring. With the
contractor onsite, we'll also be replacing the flooring in the
hall's accessible washroom. Wall surfaces in both rooms will
be covered with commercial-grade panels specifically
designed to be both durable and hygienic.

As these projects progress, I'll continue to provide you
updates.

On the 15  Sunday a
crafty young lawyer wants to see if there are boundaries to charity. The young man
quotes the Shemi from Deuteronomy – ‘love the Lord with all your heart, soul, strength,
mind, and love your neighbour.’ He then asks Jesus, “Who is my neighbour? Who falls
outside my charity?  Who can I ignore or mistreat?” Jesus responds with the parable of
the Good Samaritan. Even my enemies are worthy of love. The young man is sent away
with a commission – “go and do likewise.”

16  Sunday – Martha and Mary Sunday. Jesus is welcomed into the home of Martha,
Mary, and Lazarus. Mary sits at the Lord’s feet – Martha prepares a meal. Martha
becomes irritated by Mary’s stance of simply praying at the feet of the Lord while she (in
her own mind) is doing all the work. Martha fails to see the graced moment that Jesus is
offering both Martha and Mary – sometimes you “gotta” put the turkey down and sit at
the feet of the Lord – dinner can wait! How do we discern these moments in our lives?
When do we stop and sit at the feet of the Lord undistracted? Here is the Son of God in
their home – prayer should come first – then a celebratory meal.

Martha and Mary are both models of two types of necessary service – Ora et Labora –
Prayer and Work. We need both in our lives. But prayer has primacy of place – prayer
feeds our work.
