PASTOR'S PEN
13th Sunday in Ordinary Time - June 30, 2024

I would like to take this opportunity to thank our choirs for providing liturgical music for
our Masses. Our Sunday Friends children’s group and all of those who take care of our
Coffee Sundays at St Justin’s – blessings on you all. All these groups will be taking the
months of July and August off at St. Justin’s for a well-earned break.
 
Congratulations go out to all our parishioners who are celebrating graduations this month
– well done!
 
As we enter the summer months, we will be printing a monthly bulletin with all the
information you will need for July and August.
 
Tuesday evening Mass at St Justin’s at 6:30 will be cancelled for the months of July
and August – there is a 6:00 pm Mass at St. Francis-St. Martin’s for those who wish to
attend.
 
We will be having two summer BBQs at St. Justin’s after the Sunday Masses – dates to
be forthcoming.
 
We conclude this Sunday our Church Etiquette Series. The reason behind this series is
to inform and to have some uniformity in our worship practices.

As you have seen our short film from “Busted Halo” on Sacraments 101, we remind
ourselves how we should be going to Holy Communion. 

Firstly, there is a choice, we may receive on the hand or on the tongue. If on the tongue,
we open our mouth and stick our tongue out. If on the hand, we make a throne for Jesus
by placing our right hand under our left. We use both hands not just one. If we need a
cane then obviously you can use one hand. Kneeling at this time is not necessary and
can be dangerous if you fall over. 

When we approach the Priest/Deacon/Eucharistic Minister, we bow before receiving
Holy Communion. We also respond in an audible voice to “The Body of Christ” by clearly
saying, “Amen.” Not thank you. We consume the host in front of the minister, not
carrying it away to our pew or eating it as we walk back to our seats.

Once we have gone back to our seats we stand until the last person has received
Holy Communion then we sit down or kneel. Over 15 years ago our Bishop asked us to
adopt this common posture. We don’t not wait until the Blessed sacrament has gone
back to the tabernacle because: 1) Our Lord is dwelling in each of the communicants
sacramentally – we should be focused on his indwelling in us, and 2) the sacramental
presence is still on the Altar in the form of the Precious Blood and the Eucharist that will
be given to the Ministers to take to the infirm and sick. So please sit down or kneel when
the last person has received Holy Communion.
 
The last point we need to cover is leaving before Mass has ended. We all can have
emergencies but not every week at the same time. So, I ask that you wait until I have
reached the back of the Church until you get up and leave. When a son or daughter is
anxious to leave the dinner table at a family gathering how does that make the parent
feel if the child gets up and leaves. This is the Supper of the Lamb – Jesus Christ, set for
us by his death and resurrection. I think it is a good thing to show Our Lord how grateful
we are by being fully present to Him throughout the liturgy. We need to remember why
we are at Mass, who we are receiving, and giving the gift of time to… our Lord.
