PALM SUNDAY of the PASSION OF THE LORD
SUNDAY, MARCH 29, 2026

Remembering is an essential element, an attitude, an essential grace, we need to fruitfully
celebrate these holy mysteries of the Paschal Triduum. The Lord Jesus calls us to
remember. We are called to remember who God is, what God has done for us in salvation
history, and what we are called to do. This weekend we begin the great celebration of Holy
Week, the climax of it being Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil (the paschal
triduum).
