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MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR, FATHER CHRISTOPHER
29" SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME - OCTOBER 19, 2025

THEME: PRAY ALWAYS WITHOUT BECOMING WEARY

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus tells the parable of the persistent widow who
refuses to give up in her quest for justice. Her unwavering determination
eventually moves even an unjust judge to act. Jesus uses this story to teach us
about the power of persistent prayer and the faithfulness of God.

The widow’s persistence is not just about nagging — it's about trust. She believes
justice is possible, even when the odds are against her. In the same way, Jesus
invites us to pray with confidence, not because God is reluctant to help, but
because God is always listening, always loving, and always just.

This parable challenges us to examine our own prayer lives. Do we pray only
when we feel desperate, or do we cultivate a steady rhythm of prayer that keeps
us connected to God? Do we trust that God hears us, even when answers seem
delayed?

Jesus ends the parable with a poignant question: “When the Son of Man comes,
will he find faith on earth?” This is not just a question about the end times; it's a
question for today. Will He find faith in our hearts? Will He find us praying,
trusting, and persevering?

Let us be like the widow — persistent in prayer, bold in faith, and confident in the
justice and mercy of God.
