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PASTOR'S PEN
25th Sunday in Ordinary Time - September 22, 2024
“The last will be first and the first will be last.”

In our first reading from the Book of Wisdom, one can identify quickly who
this righteous man is. This reading would be a wonderful meditation on the
passion for us during Lent or any season. Sometimes the Gospel asks of us
sacrifice; sometimes we are reminded not to think as the world thinks but to
“put on the mind of Christ.” Has the Gospel ever made life inconvenient for
us, does it challenge us? “Let us lie in wait for the righteous one, who
makes life inconvenient to us....” How the patience and gentleness of Christ
was tested in his passion.

The Lord upholds my life. This sentiment of psalm 54 is good for us to
remember — the fidelity of God. When life tests us, what and who do we turn
to? Envy and selfishness bring disorder and wickedness. Wisdom on the
other hand brings, “purity, peace, gentleness, mercy...and bears good fruit.”

Jesus again in our Gospel selection proclaims his coming passion and the
disciples are arguing who is the greatest among them. Jesus takes a child
as a model. Be humble, be trusting, rest in the arms of the Lord.

“He (St. Francis of Assisi) was one day found by a gentleman shedding
tears and crying out with a loud voice. Being asked the cause, he answered,
"I weep over the sorrows and disgraces of my Lord, and what causes me the
greatest sorrow is; that men, for whom he suffered so much, live in
forgetfulness of him." And on saying this he wept the more, so that this
gentleman began also himself to weep.” — St. Alphonsus Ligouri
